Accommodation includes:  

House 1:

· Bedrooms furnished with single beds, cupboards, desks and chairs. Own linen and 

towels required.  

· Lounge/dining room and outside patio with table and chairs 

· Large equipped kitchen with microwave, stove, kettle, toaster, sandwich maker, 

fridges, freezers and washing machine.  

· Students to provide for their own food, toiletries, linen and groceries and personal 

insurance for their belongings.

Rent includes: water, electricity, wi-fi, kitchen consumables and 

cleaning products/equipment, refuse removal and weekly cleaning service of 

common areas and garden. Deposit required.
